Aims

The aims of the module are to: -

· gain further technical and work specific skills relevant to the sector

· develop further understanding of the world of work

· provide further opportunity to demonstrate skills in work relevant to the field of study

In addition to subject specific outcomes which are determined by the nature of the project, on completion of the module, students will be able to demonstrate: -

· critical awareness of the experiential learning process and an abiltiy to reflect on and evaluate learning from experience as a whole

· ability to link the learning experience to ideas, knowledge and concepts included in the academic curriculum

· understanding of the academic background to the learning they have acquired on this module

· ability to apply skills and knowledge in a work situation, task or problem-solving context

· ability to manage information by recognising and  employing the skills necessary to work in depth on specific topics

· ability to produce a work portfolio to a professional standard

· ability to present information effectively and appropriately using IT

· ability to act as a self-directed, reflective learner by recognising, practising and employing a range of strategies to support personal learning, including the ability to reflect on the success of strategies and to effectively solve problems

· ability to communicate own ideas appropriately and effectively in writing and in person

· ability to work effectively and appropriately with others

Assessment

The assessment comprises a number of components: the development of a learning agreement, a portfolio of work (which may include any of the following: reports, designs, websites, computer applications or programs or other artefacts produced during the course of the project), a reflective account and a presentation.
